
Place numbers 1–7 in the cells such that no number repeats in any row
or column. Black cells contain number clues; these are the sum of digits
in all the cells to the right or downward for that clue.

A dot indicates that the absolute difference between two numbers in
neighboring cells is 1. If no dot is present, the difference between the
adjacent numbers is more than 1.
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
