
Fill numbers 1–9 uniquely in each row, column, and 3x3 square.

A white dot between adjacent cells indicates that the absolute difference
between digits in these cells is 1.

If a digit is a half of the digit in the neighboring cell, then they are
separated by black dot. The dot between 1 and 2 can be either white
or black.
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
